
Guiyang sustainable urban transport study

This technical assistance project aims at assisting the Guiyang municipality to establish an integrated transport system taking into account the environmental and energy aspects for a sustainable development.  This study is being carried out in coordination with the World Bank, as the institutional component of the Guiyang Transport Project. Financed by an AFD grant, the study also paves the way for future AFD loans in the Guizhou province.
To accelerate their urbanisation process and encouraged by the “go west” policy, Guiyang has set out an urban strategy for a “Greater Guiyang”. This project comprises environmental protection initiatives in urban planning and corresponds to the circular economy and eco city approach that the city advocates. By providing assistance at an early stage in the urban planning process, this pilot project will have a very important and positive impact on the development of Guiyang at both local and national level. This experience could then be replicated in other cities of similar size. 
The terms of reference of the technical assistance project comprise three elements:

· Development of a transport demand model that will provide transport network and travel demand analysis capabilities for Greater Guiyang, thus providing a quantitative tool for the transport planning process.
· A Strategic Environment Assessment (SEA) of urban and transport planning.

· Assistance in the planning process: on the one hand evaluating and providing recommendations in the urban planning process, mainly focused on transport, integrating the SEA; on the other hand, assisting the Guiyang authorities in implementing the proposed urban planning procedure, model results and SEA recommendations.
These three aspects will be studied by consultants, including highly qualified international consultants and local experts, to ensure the work is adapted to the city’s context and to strengthen local capacity.
The costs of the three elements of the technical assistance, amounting to 400,000€, is provided by the AFD’s Study and Project Preparation Fund, while the transport demand survey expenses, estimated at 200,000€, is financed by a World Bank loan.
The consultant’s contract was signed in December 2007 at the start of the project.  The final report is scheduled for submission at the end of 2008.
