A strong commitment to implementing 
the Kunming-Montreal Framework

In 2024, AFD Group reached a new milestone. Its Board of Directors endorsed 
a major commitment under AFD Group’s 5th Strategic Orientation Plan: to align 
100% of its operations with the goals of the Kunming-Montreal Global Biodiversity 
Framework – just as it did with the Paris Agreement in 2017. With this decision, 
AFD Group is stepping up to help meet the global target of halting and reversing 
biodiversity loss by 2030 and restoring healthy ecosystems by 2050. This includes:

1  Ambitious fi nancial targets
AFD Group has pledged to commit 
€1 BN in funding for nature-related 
efforts in 2025 (double the fi gure 
for 2020).

2  A holistic approach
